Devotion to the Work Will Continue

In 1894, before the days of Social Security
and SSI, elderly ladies who had very little funds
or family were provided a place to live and
were well cared for at Mount Rest Home
(MRH). The house used by MRH from1894
until the time it was closed had been built by
the first Knox County sheriff, Robert Houston.
MRH board members used downtown church-
es to cook and sell lunches at Thanksgiving to
raise funds to support the home. Joan
Schwarzenberg, present day Board President,
remembers serving and helping in the kitchen.
They were a working board: making sure that
yard work was done, having porch parties with
ice cream and tea for the ladies, making fre-
quent visits to tend to their needs, and attending their funerals.

In 1971, John S. Van Gilder, a Knoxville native, made Mount Rest Home
the main beneficiary of his estate. At that time the board stopped cooking
lunches and the ladies were provided with a lovely home, furnished with
beautiful antiques and a full staff, including a great cook. As more programs
became available for the elderly, the home was closed.

In 1994, the board gave the house to the Knox Area Rescue Mission and
established Mount Rest Foundation (MRF) with the remaining funds. Laura
O’Callagan was the Foundation president that year and Joan Schwarzenberg
became president the following year and has remained president since that
time. “The goal is to help women and children in Knox County and I think
we've done a really good job,” said Schwarzenberg. There are presently nine
board members, four are second generation: Mary Anne Beall, Angie Koella,
Laura O’Callagan, and Joan Schwarzenberg (their mothers, grandmothers,
or grandmothers-in-law were board members).

“Everyone on the board has a deep devotion to the work we do. It’s a
very pleasurable and satisfying thing when you have helped a group and
you know you have made life easier and better for them,” said Joan. Some
of MRH'’s grants include: three Habitat Houses, two endowed scholarships
to Pellissippi State for women who are not married and have children, a
winterized building at the Girl Scouts’ Camp Tanasi, the STARS program,
Interfaith Health Clinic, a new facility for Boys and Girls Club, and Helen
Ross McNabb. MREF gives away about $120,000 to $125,000 per year.

Grant applications are due by May 25th and grants are awarded in
August. The year they started, they sent out grant application notices to
different organizations to get their name known in the community. Over
the years so many people have applied that they no longer have to send
notices. Requests are sent to a post office box, board members investigate
requests, applicant information is shared, worthy charities and funding
amounts are decided, and checks are mailed.

Sam and Mary Anne Beall have had an interest and association with East
Tennessee Foundation (ETF) for years. "This connection with ETF and the
MRF’s association with David Martin (ETF Honorary Lifetime Board Member),
led Mount Rest Foundation to establish a Donor Advised Fund at East
Tennessee Foundation. We wanted our work to continue in the same man-
ner after the board members are no longer in charge. We felt that East
Tennessee Foundation was doing the same type of work that we are doing,

“Our board was getting older with each
passing year. We opted not to put any new
members on the board. Most of us had a
sentimental attachment to Mount Rest; my
grandmother was on the board many
years ago. We've been with it so long that
we couldn’t bring in a young person in
who has no love for the place. This (the
association with ETF) was just a wonderful
opportunity for us to keep giving to the
community the way we wanted to, with a
focus on women and children. The MRF
Board will continue the grantmaking for
Mount Rest Foundation for as long as we
have enough members on our board.
Then ETF will continue making grants for
Mount Rest keeping the original goals in
mind.

“One interesting thing...most of the
ladies were maiden ladies. There was no
Social Security then. I took my mother out
there to see a good friend of hers who was
an independent retired school teacher and
the nurse who delivered me when the doc-
tor wasn't available. That's the kind of lady
who was there,” said Mary Anne Beall. et/

A One Year Anniversary

The Kingsport Community Foundation has just had
its first year anniversary operating as an East Tennessee
Foundation (ETF) Affiliate Fund. An Affiliate Fund is
an individual discretionary fund established with the
Foundation dedicated to a particular area. It is advised
by a local board of directors. Affiliates share ETF's
nonprofit status to enable the receipt of a wide variety
of charitable gifts, and receive administrative and
support services through the ETF staff. Like ETF,
Affiliates build a diverse assortment of funds, from
donor advised to scholarships, to offer an entire
spectrum of vehicles for charitable giving.

For a number of years there had been an interest in
establishing a foundation in Kingsport. About five
years ago some visioning work by Kingsport Tomorrow
recognized the tremendous amount of wealth that will
transfer between generations over the next 10 or 15
years. “Kingsport did not have a vehicle in place for
donors interested in contributing to the quality of life
in Kingsport,” said Fielding Rolston, Board Chairman of
Kingsport Community Foundation (KCF).

As Fielding worked with a wide variety of nonprofit
community organizations (colleges, United Way, art
agencies, etc.), he saw how difficult it was for them to
operate without some type of endowment fund. “I
think this will become more and more

the people and provide
education about the
Foundation. The consoli-
dated campaign needed the
expertise that KCF could
bring through East
Tennessee Foundation: tax exempt status, necessary
reporting, essential credibility to the campaign. “We
were trying to be careful helping the community
understand that this was only one initial effort and
different from many of the things we'll be involved in
as we go forward,” said Fielding.

The Renewal Campaign brought about a sense of
community, particularly with funding sources. It con-
solidated a lot of separate efforts into one campaign
with one “ask” for the business and individual donors.
A structure was established for important Kingsport
community projects that totaled over $13 million:

B A YMCA Building - they were operating out of
leased space

B Athletic Field Enhancement - softball/baseball
complex, and soccer complex

B Community Parks - refurbishing a center city park,
a new skate park.

important to some of the projects we've
started in the past and to new endeavors
that address needs in the future,” said
Fielding.

Establishing a foundation was consid-
ered and they soon recognized that to
have the expertise in investment,
accounting and reporting necessary to
manage a foundation was going to be
expensive. During their search for ways to
obtain that expertise, they learned of the
Fund for Greene County and its Affiliate

\_ listen,” Fielding has identified future
funding sources to grow the KCF
endowment: small agency endowments,
individuals who have the ability and
interest to establish a private foundation
or work with KCE and donor advised
funds. “There is growing recognition
among those individuals that private
foundations are very costly endeavors
unless you have $10 million to commit
to that purpose,” said Rolston.

“Our whole purpose is to help the

work in Greeneville, we found it a real good option to
provide the expertise in a way that is affordable when
you're getting started,” said Rolston.

An early strategy for KCF was to look at increasing
their visibility by joining forces with the Spirit Renewal
Campaign. It provided an opportunity to get the
Kingsport Community Foundation name in front of

community donors maximize their con-
tributions and award grants.

The Organization Changes But Not Its Purpose

The Knox Children’s
Foundation (KCF) board
recently dissolved their
foundation and placed the
assets in the East
Tennessee Foundation
(ETF) Youth Endowment.
This action almost
doubles the size of the
Youth Endowment, thus
making greater funding
available to address issues
placing young people

at-risk of not reaching their full potential. The KCF
board cited as its reasons for this action: cost
effectiveness of managing the consolidated funds,
similarity of KCF and ETF Youth Endowment
purposes, and ETF grantmaking expertise.

Knox Children’s Foundation was a non-govern-
mental, nonprofit organization established in May
1965 by St. John's Orphanage, Inc. for the purpose
of distributing funds held in trust for child welfare
programs. St. John’s Orphanage had been set up in
the '30s and Dr. Veda Bateman, its director, kept
excellent records. All the children’s orphanage
records were given to the McClung Collection.
Bateman also served on the KCF board from its
beginning until 2000. Besides Dr. Bateman, some
other long-term members of KCF were Mrs. Cecil
Matheney, Mr. Hugh Sanford, Mrs. Jerry Burdett,
Mrs. Mary Gillespie, Mr. Bob Killefer and
Mr. McAfee Lee.

Estates that had bequeathed money to St. John's
Orphanage also became part of Knox Children’s
Foundation whose mission was: Grants shall
be restricted to child welfare purposes of a
charitable, educational, cultural, therapeutic,
or recreational nature and to applicants serving
primarily the children of Knox County.

The KCF grant records are now with the St.
John’s Orphanage records at McClung Collection.
Over the years a wide variety of organizations
received grants such as: Child and Family Services,
East Tennessee Children’s Rehab Center, Girl’s Club,
Helen Ross McNabb, UT Psychology Dept., YWCA,
Tanasi Girl Scouts, and many others.

“The administrative part was where we were

weakest,” said Marnie Page,
KCF Board Member. “With
an all volunteer board it
was difficult to have time
to keep up with some the
issues: marketing exper-
tise to heighten grantee
awareness and grant fol-
low-up. We wanted the
money to be used in the
best way possible to meet D
the needs of the commu- o

nity. We weren’t confident David Reynolds
that we had the time to do that as they had when
KCF first started,” said Page.

“Even board members who had been involved
with KCF for many, many years thought the alliance
with ETF made sense,” said David Reynolds, KCF
Board Member. “We had a choice of remaining intact
and having ETF manage the money or dissolving
the foundation and putting the KCF funds into the
ETF Youth Endowment. We saw that ETF was doing
the same thing we were doing in looking at grants,
but they were doing it in a much more efficient way
with more in-depth analysis and follow-up ability
from staff. For us there was a concern that the
funds that we had been entrusted with would be
managed in appropriate ways to ensure their
availability to the children of this community for
years to come. We feel like the ETF staff and their
reputation will bring to the surface those people
and groups in our region who are serving children
well,” said Reynolds.

One of the concerns about moving the fund to
East Tennessee Foundation was that the Foundation
serves 24 counties in East Tennessee and the
original intent of KCF's donors was the children of
Knox County. The Nine Counties/One Vision vision-
ing process expanded their thinking from a county
to a region.

“I think it's a good fit for our foundation. The
goals are similar and the former KCF board
members who served on the ETF grants panel last
year were pleased with the quality of the grants.

ETF will be able to increase the amount that is
awarded,” said Page.

Henrietta Grant, an East Tennessee Foundation
board member, recently served as chairperson for the
East Tennessee Foundation (ETF) Youth Endowment
Grants Panel. The Youth Endowment helps shape and
secure the lives of youth in East Tennessee. Henrietta
became very familiar with shaping young lives when
she enjoyed serving as a school administrator for
many years. She has found her experiences in the
school system helpful as she carries out her varied ETF responsibilities.

“My work with children in East Tennessee was most gratifying and I wouldn't
give anything for that experience. I do think, however, as you go along in life, as
you mature, you get to do more things that give you pleasure and joy. I have felt
that way about East Tennessee Foundation.

“The panel was a great mix of people; people who are in business, people who
are retired, people who work with children, people who have a lot of experience
and who were very supportive of me. They helped me to do what had to be done.

“I had read the proposals twice (because I was so afraid I would mess up) so I
would know what they were saying. Well, to my amazement, everyone else had
read them twice, too. Everybody was very familiar with the projects. We discussed
the merits of each proposal and then went about the work. We started at 8:30 am
and by 1:30 pm we were finished.

“It's been a growth process for me and I've thoroughly enjoyed it. This is the
second year that I've chaired the Youth Panel. I got home that evening after we'd
met and I thought to myself, well old girl, you didn’t do too badly. This is the
second year they've asked you to do this, so it must be OK. That was a good
feeling, It" s the kind of experience that not only makes you feel like you've done
something worthwhile, but you enjoy the participation hearing about what's
going on around us.

“I think the people that I have talked to who have the Foundation as trustee
for their funds feel as I felt when we granted money for the Youth Panel. We have
a great mix of people and a great committed staff who have done a good job. This
is my second year of my second term on the ETF board and I'm glad to be with
such a fine group of people,” said Henrietta. Henrietta thinks East Tennessee
Foundation is a wonderful resource for Tennessee, especially for the rural
communities and those who live directly in the city.

Henrietta attributes her willingness to give so much time to ETF and other
organizations to the way she was raised. To whom much is given, much is
expected. Unlike many young people in her time Henrietta was given the opportu-
nity to go to school by her parents and she was expected to achieve. And she did.
After Henrietta graduated from Knoxville College, her mother (her father agreed
with most everything her mother said) made it known that she was to get a mas-
ters degree. When Henrietta replied that she was tired, her mother sat her down
and told her she would get tired of paying house rent, phone bills, light bills, etc.
and this was the best time in her life. She went to graduate school.

“I think that since I have been in a profession where you watch children and
see them grow and succeed, you feel some responsibility for that. I'm busy
because I enjoy being busy and I hope I've made some contributions,” said
Henrietta.

is one that is established by the non-
profit organization itself, for many of
the same reasons that a donor would
set up a Designated Fund. Nonprofits
with Agency Funds at East Tennessee
Foundation include United Way of
Greater Knoxville, Ronald McDonald
House, Johnson City Public Library,
Knoxville Museum of Art, and Boys
and Girls Clubs of Greater Knoxville.
