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ABOVE AND BEYOND TO MAKE IT BETTER
Marian Oates’ interest in efficiency


and always looking for how something can be
improved may have had its roots in some early
business ventures. During a visit with her
grandmother in Soddy, TN, at age 12, Marian
decided to go into the frozen sucker business.
She nailed a sign to a tree that said “Frozen
Suckers for Sale” and the neighborhood
children streamed to her grandmother’s back
door with nickels in hand. All was going well
until the Kool-aid type mixture that was being
poured into aluminum forms and then frozen
in her grandmother’s ice box ran out. Marian
had to leave her grandmother with the very Marian Oates


unhappy customers while she walked to the store for more mixture. That
experience, together with an ill-fated chicken-raising enterprise, has taught
her the importance of good planning and has made her willing to go “above
and beyond” to meet her commitments.


Her good fortune throughout her life has motivated Marian to seek
ways to provide opportunities to make the lives of others more productive
and satisfying. The saying, “One gets more out of what he/she does for
others than what is given,” has certainly been true for Marian. Sharing her
experiences and expertise with those in positions of responsibility in
nonprofit organizations has been gratifying for her. Professional and
volunteer positions have benefited from her planning skills, forward thinking,
and always looking for ways “to make it better.”


Marian has used her planning skills in her personal life as well.
Through inheritance and purchase, Marian owns about 500 acres on
Chilhowee Mountain in Sevier County, TN, and has her home there.
Because of her concern about the rapid loss of natural areas and the resulting
negative effects on wildlife habitat, ground water supplies, air quality,
vegetation, scenic beauty, and other attributes that contribute to a good
quality of life, she is involved with the Foothills Land Conservancy. Marian is
working with the Conservancy to place a conservation easement on her
Chilhowee Mountain property that removes the development rights and will
keep the property in its natural state, no matter who owns the land in the
future.


“I had been aware of East Tennessee Foundation (ETF) almost since
it began in 1986,” said Marian. “I had been seeking ways to make the
property my mother and I owned available to assist nonprofit organizations
with their fundraising. As I learned more about ETF and the flexibility it
provided in benefiting charitable organizations and maximizing Federal
income tax deductions, I opened a donor advised fund and requested that
funds be given to several charitable organizations. When I became a board
member in 2004, I gained a greater understanding of how well ETF is
managed administratively, the expertise of its board and staff, its
accountability to its fundholders, and the professional management of its
$93 million in assets. Later, I realized the value of such a community

SUPPORTING ORGANIZATIONS


A supporting organization is a 501(c)(3)
nonprofit organization which qualifies as a public charity
(rather than a private foundation) under the Internal
Revenue Code because it has a close relationship with
another publicly supported 501(c)(3).  For example, East
Tennessee Foundation, as a community foundation, is a
public charity because it receives at least one-third of its
financial support from a broad spectrum of donors; in
other words, East Tennessee Foundation is publicly
supported.  Our nine active supporting organizations
(Blalock Family Foundation, Chapman Family
Foundation, Clayton Foundation, Cornerstone
Foundation of Knoxville, Education Consumers
Foundation, East Tennessee Supporting Foundation,
Knoxville Jewish Community Family of Funds, Legacy
Parks Foundation, and Public School Forum of East
Tennessee) qualify as public charities because of their
relationship with East Tennessee Foundation.


There are several types of supporting
organizations, determined by the nature of the
relationship between the supporting organization and
the public charity it supports.  All of East Tennessee
Foundation’s supporting organizations have the most
common structure, similar to a parent-subsidiary
corporate relationship and which, as in our case,
normally involves the public charity appointing the
majority of the supporting organization’s board of
directors.  Most of the concern among regulators has
focused on a different, much less frequently used type of
supporting organization, which involves a much looser
relationship with their supported public charity.


A supporting organization has its own identity,
its own board of directors, its own fundraising activities
and grantmaking processes.  It can choose to make its
own investment decisions. Because it is classified as a
public charity, contributions to a supporting organization
receive more favorable tax treatment than contributions
to a private foundation.  The supported public charity
often bears many of the administrative burdens, such as
preparing the supporting organization’s audit and tax
returns, managing its investments, providing fund
statements and other reports to its contributors,
acknowledging donations, and other such time-
consuming required tasks.


Our supporting organizations are working in a
variety of ways to make communities stronger and lives
better in East Tennessee.  They are investing in children,


AN IDENTITY OF ITS OWN


The Education Consumers Foundation promotes the
use of value-added accountability data and scientifically
validated educational practices. “The national mood
right now is much more toward accountability that says
you do have to be able to show what you do is right,”
said Coffey. The ECF board includes people from
several states, including a college dean in South
Carolina and a former member of the Nebraska state
board of education.


An East Tennessee Foundation Supporting Organization
EDUCATION CONSUMERS FOUNDATION


Ten years in the Tennessee State House of
Representatives made David Coffey passionate –
passionate about improving education. Mr. Coffey is
greatly concerned that about one-third of our students
manage to pass through our elementary grades
without becoming proficient at reading, writing, or
mathematics.  So after leaving the legislature, he
continued to follow his passion by encouraging
educators to follow well-founded research that shows
what actually works in the classroom.


A meeting with Carnegie Foundation staff in New
York City gave Mr. Coffey a greater understanding of
what should be done. Mr. Coffey began working with
Dr. John Stone, who had some years earlier
established an online networking and education
research resource called the Education Consumer
ClearingHouse. Coffey and Stone then worked
effectively with East Tennessee Foundation (ETF) to
establish the Education Consumers Foundation (ECF)
as an ETF supporting organization.


Mr. Coffey is greatly concerned
that about one-third of our

The Knoxville schools have been a quiet leader in
improving value-added achievement gains for its
students. “ECF has focused quite a bit on Tennessee
because the Tennessee Value-Added model, which
University of Tennessee professor Bill Sanders
developed, is acknowledged to be the gold standard in
accurately representing how effective schools and
teachers are in getting the students to learn. Since
Tennessee has this wealth of information, we have a
rare opportunity to lead the nation in using this data
effectively in getting the kids to where they ought to
be,” said Coffey.


In addition to providing interactive charts that rank the
performance of all Tennessee elementary and middle
schools (www.education-consumers.com), ECF honors
principals of the most outstanding elementary and
middle schools in Tennessee. In 2006 and again in 2007,
ceremonies were held at the State Capitol where
Commissioner of Education Lana Seivers and
Education Consumers Foundation President John Stone
presented awards of $3,000, $2,000, and $1,000 to
Tennessee’s highest performing elementary and middle
school principals. Recipients were selected on the basis
of their school’s most recent three-year average
achievement gains in math and reading/language arts.
Only principals with five or more years of service were
considered.


Since its creation in 2005, ECF has been funded
principally by David Coffey and his wife, Pat, with
significant contributions from the Cornerstone
Foundation and Mrs. Ann Mactier from Nebraska. “Our
goal was to fund the foundation well enough to sustain
it. To grow the funds significantly, someone else will
have to buy into the dream,” said Coffey.


“Following the data is something that has worked in
business and it has worked in science. If you’re trying to
find out what really works, you better follow the data,”
said Coffey.

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When times and needs change, we must learn to be nimble and change with
them. In Johnson City, Tennessee, an agency called Teen Town provided a
place for teenagers to gather for wholesome entertainment for many years.
However, in the 1970’s changes came and the need for Teen Town diminished.
Some years later, the building which housed the agency was sold for $50,000.
“In 1983, when I was teaching at Science Hill High School, I was asked by one
of the original donors how the money from the sale of the building might be
used to benefit high school students. I suggested that we start a scholarship
program,” said Carol Transou, now an East Tennessee Foundation Board
Member.


As a result, the Teen Town “Pride of the Hill” Scholarships are presented
yearly to outstanding seniors at Science Hill, a National School of Excellence.
Selection of winners is based upon academic promise, community/academic/
religious service, personal statement, and financial need.


From 1984 until 2004 the money was invested in certificates of deposit, and
the number of scholarships awarded each year fluctuated with the interest
income generated. During that period, the fund awarded $55,500 in
scholarships and contributed $6,000 to the new Johnson City Public Library.
Over time, it became difficult to sustain the hands-on management required
such as: yearly reports to the Tennessee Secretary of State, maintaining non-
profit status, filing tax returns, and handling the application process. “In my
role on the Board of East Tennessee Foundation I learned of the numerous
scholarship programs the Foundation administered. As a result, I proposed to
the four-member Pride of the Hill Board that we move our funds there,” said
Transou.


An ETF staff presentation allayed Teen Town board concerns about placing
funds in Knoxville. So, in 2004, the $50,000 principal became an endowed
scholarship fund at East Tennessee Foundation. Since that time, the
Foundation has managed the scholarship and its administrative needs and has
granted $8,000 from the fund ($2000 per year for four years). On June 30,
2007, the funds at ETF had grown to $73,574 without any additional
donations, thanks to wise management.


Many “Pride of the Hill” winners have now gone on to successful careers as
lawyers, physicians, physical therapists, city planners, engineers, clergy,
musicians, writers, research scientists, and teachers. One recipient is a chef and
another clerked for a Supreme Court Justice! Universities they attended
include Vanderbilt, Wake Forest, Furman, East Tennessee State, Milligan,
University of Tennessee, Middlebury, and Dartmouth.


Hoping to make the ripples go further, Carol is envisioning plans for the
future. She believes that some of the recipients from previous years might like
to contribute to the fund, thus making it possible for more future graduates to
benefit. With the scholarship endowment at East Tennessee Foundation, Teen
Town continues to live on as a positive influence on Johnson City’s youth.

     ETF scholarship program criteria range
from financial need to scholastic
achievement. Several scholarships are
targeted toward specific schools or counties,
students involved in certain extracurricular
activities, or those who may not display the
highest scholastic rankings yet still possess
great potential and motivation. Others are
geared toward students pursuing a specific
field.
     In fall 2007, over $153,000 was
disbursed and over $812,000 was committed
in scholarship monies to 101 students within
ETF’s 25-county service area.

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The title of this article is so over-used that I tried
to find some other way to introduce my subject.  But
when you are talking about assisting a student in paying
for a college education, “invest in the future” is pretty
darn appropriate.


East Tennessee Foundation currently administers
36 scholarship funds, and we have 101 students utilizing
our scholarships at 23 different colleges and universities.
The awards range from $750 for one year to $10,000
each year for four years.  The value of our scholarship
endowments is now in excess of $10,000,000.


`Once a person or family has decided to make
the commitment to establish a scholarship fund at ETF,
Beth Heller and others on our staff will swing into action
to help customize the eligibility and selection criteria.
This part of the process is especially gratifying, because
this is when the scholarship takes on an identity all its
own.  To give you an idea of the types of decisions a
donor must make, let’s walk through a make-believe
situation with Mr. Tom Jamison as he establishes a
scholarship fund to honor his late wife.


winners will pursue their nursing careers in Tennessee,
Tom is limiting the eligible colleges and universities to
those located in the Volunteer State. Realizing that a
degree in nursing could take up to five years in college,
Tom wants the scholarship to provide $10,000 in
assistance per year for as long as five years.  He knows the
fund might eventually have to cover five scholarships in a
given year for a total annual distribution of $50,000, but
he is confident that ETF’s investment expertise will grow
the fund to a size that will easily accommodate that
amount.


with a 3.5 average in three or
more science courses.  They
must also give examples of a
balanced involvement in
extracurricular and volunteer
activities as well as academics.
On their application, they
must state why they intend to
pursue a career in nursing.
They should also indicate the
extent to which their family
needs assistance in providing
for a college education.

qualified nurses.  Blessed with a successful business
career and wise investment decisions, Tom is pleased to
transfer stock valued at one million dollars to East
Tennessee Foundation to establish the scholarship fund.
Based on our formula for calculating annual
distributions from endowed funds, this fund will
produce approximately $45,000 annually for scholarship
awards.


Because the Jamisons were born and raised in
Hamblen County and spent most of their married life in
Jefferson County, Tom decides that the scholarship will
be offered to graduating seniors from high schools in
those counties.  In order to apply for the scholarship,
students must have a minimum 3.0 grade point average,

By establishing the fund at ETF in late 2007, Tom
knows the money will be invested for a full year in 2008
and a distribution can be made in 2009 to fund the first
$10,000 award. He has designated his daughter as the
family contact after he has passed on.  As the fund grows,
ETF staff can consult with her about increasing the
amount of the award.  Tom has also asked us to change
the name of the fund after his death; it will then be known
as the Thomas M. and Virginia W. Jamison Nursing
Scholarship Fund.  Tom really likes the idea of having his
and Ginny’s names paired forever in the fund’s name.


This fabricated scenario has mixed the ingredients
of several different scholarship funds into a new, unique
recipe.  Hopefully, you now have a feel for how the process
works and the many decisions that the donor makes to
breathe life into a new fund.  If the education of our future
nurses, business leaders, teachers, (you fill in the blank), is
important to you and you want to be of assistance, please
call Beth Heller or me and we will take that first step in
assisting you with your investment in the future.

Four regional hosts,
including three Resource, Conservation,
and Development Councils (Clinch
Powell, Appalachian, and Smoky
Mountain) are connecting a patchwork
of rural communities.


The Appalachian Quilt Trail
(AQT) is an economic development
project that uses authentic heirloom
quilt patterns in a variety of ways to
increase heritage tourism in rural areas.
In addition to creatively displaying the
quilt patterns on barns, businesses, etc.,
AQT works with local crafts people,
farmers, and local businesses to attract
visitors to their region.  The visitor
experience will be highlighted by the
rich culture, friendly people, and
beautiful natural environment.


This effort is a special project of
East Tennessee Foundation (ETF). As
such, ETF provides financial
management services for the
contributions made to the project, serves
the role of convener for the partners,
and provides grant support. “The goal
of the project  is for it to be completely
self-sustaining.  This will require
businesses in the areas to invest in the

The program, which introduces special
needs adoptable children to television viewers, has
resulted in over one thousand children being placed in
permanent homes. Reporting on struggles for survival by
poverty stricken families in rural Appalachia led to his
founding of the ten-year-old “Mission of Hope,” a
volunteer-supported Appalachian relief agency. He
continues to report and produce “Monday’s Child” and
“Mission of Hope” segments on Channel 10 newscasts.

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ETF HISTORY


I was introduced to East
Tennessee Foundation (ETF) in the
late 80’s when I was board chair at
James White Fort (JWF) and Sue
Walker, JWF Director, and I met with
Katharine Pearson, ETF Executive
Director. At that time the Foundation
was managing the Fort’s meager
assets and I had very limited
knowledge of what ETF did.


My next encounter with the
Foundation was the Community
Investment Fund (CIF) initiative.
Using an idea that originated in
Nashville, Knoxville banks created a
fund to encourage inner city
development with real estate
projects. East Tennessee Foundation
managed the funds and administered
CIF projects. Resulting projects by
developers who were focused on the
inner city became catalysts for the
residential redevelopment we see
today. It was gratifying to be
associated with something that could
bring about improved and affordable
housing in the inner city.


When Anne Sprouse asked me
to serve on the board I said yes, even
though I still really didn’t understand
all that the Foundation did. Because
ETF does so many different things,
an on-going issue even today is that
many in our region are not aware of
the Foundation’s role as a catalyst
and initiator of new projects.


After being vice chair, I agreed
to serve as the board chair in 2000
because the more I was exposed to
the work of the Foundation, the
more I came to appreciate its value
to East Tennessee. It became


increasingly apparent to me that East
Tennessee Foundation was playing a
unique role in improving quality of life
in our region.  Also, there was a new
competitive environment being created
by commercial gift funds. To address
this new environment and keep the
Foundation viable, board and staff
leaders made fact finding visits to
community foundations in Charlotte
and Greensboro to learn how those
foundations were adapting. Following
that trip, with board involvement and
staff assistance, we designed and
implemented “Foundation for the
Future,” a very specific list of tasks and
goals that guided the Foundation for
several years. That plan exceeded my high school students. In 2002,


shortly before the end of my last
term, the Wallace-Reader’s Digest
Fund $1 million challenge grant for
the arts was successfully matched
due to the tireless efforts of Bobbie
Congleton and Nancy Dender.


The Foundation has very
strong leadership and a qualified,
experienced, knowledgeable staff
with passion and enthusiasm for
their work. It has been my good
fortune to work with all of ETF’s
exceptional leaders, Katharine
Pearson Criss, Jerry Askew, and
Mike McClamroch. Each has
different gifts and ETF has
benefited greatly under their
guidance.


As East Tennessee
Foundation executes its very strong
mission, it is important for the
board to remain involved in
determining the Foundation’s
future.  As a member of the Past
Chairs Advisory Group, I still hear
of its great work. ETF must
continue to do what it has done so
well in the past – build charitable
resources for stronger
communities, better lives.

think of their limited access to
physician care. We often forget they
don’t have access to prescription
coverage as well.  Like any physician’s
office, Interfaith can distribute
medications.  With monies from this
endowment, we can purchase very
needed medications for chronic
problems like hypertension, diabetes,
etc., and antibiotics for acute
situations,” said Melissa Knight, IHC
Executive Director. “The assurance of
continuity of care is vital and is
exactly what these monies have
provided.”


“The IHC board of directors
is very excited about the endowment
for two reasons: first, the continuity
of care that this is providing for our
patients, and second, this has really
jump started the commitment to an
endowment. For years, we have
discussed the importance and fiscal
responsibility of starting this type of
fund.

they can get the resulting economic
benefits,” said Alice Fleenor, AQT
Director of Communications and
Development. “Gaining community
support and logistics have been
challenging. Rural communities can
be resistant to change, especially when
a project is in its infancy. I am the
Quilt Trail’s only staff member and
the project currently covers 17 counties
in East Tennessee and six counties in
North Carolina.”


AQT, in cooperation with the
Tennessee Small Business
Development Centers, offers local
vendors rural business development
classes in heritage and agri-tourism
and technical assistance in marketing.
The counties in the region work
together combining resources and
funding efforts to increase benefits to
local businesses, artisans, and
economies.


It is anticipated that more and
more pieces will be added to the quilt
making/connecting efforts. Growth will
be limited to the Appalachian region,
will develop at a manageable rate, and
expand in a contiguous pattern from
Georgia to Maine. Virginia will soon
be joining the efforts.

Similar to all of the Foundation’s
competitive grants panels, the
Neighborhoods Small Grants
Program (NSGP) Advisory Panel is
chaired by a member of the
Foundation’s Board of Directors and
staffed by community volunteers.
Volunteers who are invited to serve
on grants panels are knowledgeable
about the issues being addressed by
that particular grants program and/
or represent the geographic region
being served.

to distribute the money as if it were their entire estate and they were the
surviving spouse.

I was pleasantly
surprised when they gave thirty-nine percent of their estates to their heirs
and sixty-one percent to charitable organizations. That was an incredible
statement of how important it is to those thirty people to leave a
meaningful legacy as part of their “life portfolio.”

What kind
of an inheritance is that?”

I think my children know how much I love them, and I think
they are smart enough to know that the monetary value of what they
receive from my estate is not the ultimate measure of how precious
they are to me.  Further, I’m pretty sure that they will whole-heartedly
endorse my plan to leave a meaningful portion of my estate to a few
organizations that I consider to be doing exemplary work in
contributing to better lives and stronger communities in East
Tennessee.  Maybe I should establish a testamentary endowment at
East Tennessee Foundation that would benefit those particular
organizations.  Then my children and grandchildren could honor me by
making future gifts to the endowment.  What a novel idea!


How sad it is when the availability
of wealth removes someone from the
grand struggle of life, converting them
from a contender and striver to a passive
spectator.  When asked how much of an
inheritance he planned to leave his
children, Warren Buffett said, “I intend to
leave them enough to do anything, but not
enough to do nothing.”  For me, that says
it all.


Recently I made a presentation to
a group of about thirty retirees of
significant means.  In a very interesting
exercise, I gave each of them one million
dollars in play money and instructed them


I should immediately go on
record to say that I do not believe
that an oversized inheritance will
necessarily and automatically turn
an energetic, hard-working heir into
a dull-eyed sluggard.  We have all
seen situations where large
inheritances have been put to good
use in business successes or
philanthropic endeavors.  On the
other hand, we have also observed
situations where inheritors were not
very good stewards of their money,
with the end result being a wasted
inheritance that benefited nobody.

INVESTMENT PERFORMANCE


MAINTAINING AND
INCREASING REAL VALUE


The goal of East Tennessee
Foundation’s investment policies is to
maintain or increase the real value of
endowment principal and distributions
over the long-term while funding
current needs at an appropriate level.
This goal has been successfully
achieved by the Foundation’s
commingled fund since its inception in
1987, with a historical annualized
composite return through June 30,
2007 of 9.45%.


According to the results of a
recent Council on Foundations survey
of “2006 Investment Performance and
Practices of Community Foundations,”
East Tennessee Foundation has
outperformed its peers with its
investment results, both in the year
ending December 31, 2006,  and
consistently over the past ten years.
For 2006, ETF’s investment return
was 15.37%, while other community
foundations with a similar asset size
($100-249.9 million) earned a return
of 13.5% and community foundations
overall realized returns of 13.1%.
Returns for the past three-, five- and
ten-year periods for ETF were,
respectively, 11.62%, 9.61%, and 8.85%.
Over those same periods, community
foundations of comparable size earned
returns of 10.9%, 8.3%, and 8.5%, and
community foundations overall saw
returns of 10.2%, 8.0% and 8.6%.


The task of monitoring East
Tennessee Foundation’s investments
falls to our Investment Committee:
Charles Peccolo, Vice President and
Treasurer of The University of
Tennessee, Joseph Ayres, Managing
Director of Morgan, Keegan and Co.,
Michael Crabtree, President and CEO
of IdleAire Technologies Corporation;
and A. David Martin, President of
Martin & Company.

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KCDC


Wherever you go in Knoxville these days, there
seems to be a positive feeling about what is happening in
the city. Some years ago, with the “Nine Counties One
Vision” visioning process, residents were asked to identify
the things that were most important to them and the
changes they would like to see take place.  With the
numerous neighborhood improvements and increasing
redevelopment projects, there is evidence that they were
heard. And it’s all part of a focused plan being carried out
by Knoxville’s Community Development Corporation
(KCDC), a nonprofit organization that works closely with
the City of Knoxville. And, as with Nine Counties One
Vision, East Tennessee Foundation is playing a part.


Knoxville’s Community Development Corporation
fills two roles for the City of Knoxville: providing
affordable/public housing and acting as the city’s
redevelopment authority. KCDC is considered to be a large
housing authority (the four largest Tennessee housing
authorities are Memphis, Nashville, Knoxville, and
Chattanooga) and a “high performer” under the HUD
scoring system. That means they got an “A” on their report
card. KCDC manages funds of $30-$40 million annually
and employs over 210 people. It provides housing to about
15,000 people, manages more than 3,600 public housing
units, and provides a little in excess of 3,000 Section 8
vouchers.


KCDC can no longer provide. According to one of our
partners, the Knoxville Coalition for the Homeless, the
new direction is to find people housing first,” said Nance.
“Statistics show that if you get people housed, the calls for
all the other social service agencies will start to drop. If we
can find the support services needed to balance our
tenants’ lives and keep them in housing, then we end up
with better citizens in our community and it’s better for
everybody. We don’t want to be a contributor to the
homeless issue.”


A STATE-OF-THE-ART PARTNERSHIP


KCDC administers more than $6 million annually
on redevelopment and neighborhood revitalization. The
agency has been involved in redevelopment of Volunteer
Landing, Market Square, the World’s Fair Redevelopment
Plan, Market Square Parking Garage, Mast General Store,
and the South Knoxville Waterfront condominiums, just to
name a few. KCDC is also in charge of numerous
neighborhood improvement projects in Mechanicsville,
Five Points, Lonsdale, and Center City.


“The need for affordable housing is increasing at a
greater rate than the federal funding subsidy that supports
it,” said Alvin Nance, KCDC Chief Executive Officer. “Our
objective is to provide great quality housing. That’s why
we’re being more innovative by seeking partners who are
good at delivering needed services and by working to raise
funds that will support services to our residents that


To that end, KCDC has established The Family
Investment Foundation (FIF) with East Tennessee
Foundation. “Our relationship with ETF began in 1993
when KCDC contributed $1.4 million to establish the
Affordable Housing Trust Fund (AHTF) which the
Foundation administers,” said Art Cate, KCDC Chief
Operating Officer. “We needed a relationship with
someone who is more geared to managing a foundation
and there’s none better in this area than East Tennessee
Foundation (ETF).”


“The Family Investment Foundation is very new –
KCDC capitalized the foundation with a $200,000
contribution,” said Nance. “Currently, between funds we
provide to Knoxville Police Department, the City of
Knoxville, Boys and Girls Clubs, Boy Scouts and Girl
Scouts, we are spending $700,000 annually. When the
foundation is solidified and functioning, the FIF board of
directors will decide how to direct those dollars. The
Board is confident that they will be able to raise additional
funds from individual donors and other sources to help
support needed projects. Currently, the FIF board is
trying to secure a grant to pay for case management
services for tenants with mental disabilities in the KCDC
high rise apartments.”


“In the community development field, KCDC is
viewed at the cutting-edge of the industry,” said Alvin
Nance. “We think establishing the foundation in
partnership with East Tennessee Foundation will be
emulated in the future by other housing authorities across
the country.”

In keeping with this position, the
Foundation many years ago adopted a
Total Return Concept of spending from
its endowment funds.  This approach,
which averages each fund’s total market
value over time, smoothes out market
volatility and the effects of new
donations.  Spending rates calculated in
this manner do not produce inordinately
high levels of distributions during
periods of high investment returns nor
do they produce detrimentally low levels
of distributions during market declines.


committee of seasoned professionals is
responsible for recommending
investment policies, establishing the
target asset mix, recommending a
spending plan consistent with
investment objectives, selecting
investment managers, determining
investment performance objectives and
guidelines, and monitoring investment
performance in comparison to
investment objectives and established
benchmarks.


The Foundation’s commingled
fund is currently invested in an array of
funds to accomplish a balanced and
diversified portfolio (see chart below,
illustrating ETF’s target asset
allocation).  In periods of market
volatility such as we are currently
experiencing, we continue to stress the
Foundation’s commitment to its primary
investment objective of maintaining and
increasing the real value of principal and
distributions over the long term.

THE POWER OF ENDOWMENT
The American Heritage Dictionary defines


endowment as “funds or property donated to an
institution, individual, or group as a source of income.”
OK, so who cares?  Well, for starters the board of
directors and staff at East Tennessee Foundation care a
great deal about endowments.  They are our bread and
butter.  Approximately $93 million of our total $133
million in fund balances is in the form of endowments.


The critical part of the definition of endowment
is that phrase, “a source of income,” meaning that the
principal balance is put in place to be invested for the
purpose of producing income.  With prudent investment
management and a reasonable formula for annual
distributions, the principal in an endowment should
grow in value over an extended period of time.  The
accompanying graph, entitled “The Power of
Endowment,” gives an impressive picture of what would
have happened to a $50,000 endowed fund if it had
been placed with East Tennessee Foundation at the
beginning of 1987.  Although we sustained a loss of
0.67% in 1987 and larger losses in a few other years, by
the end of 2006 the fund would have grown to a
balance of more than $99,000.  That balance is pretty
amazing on its own, but even more so when you
consider the fact that this fund would have paid out
more than $66,000 in annual grants or distributions
plus the fees that ETF charges for administering the
fund.


What does that mean to you, a potential
fundholder?  Let’s say that you are a faithful financial
supporter of a nonprofit organization, whether it’s your
church, alma mater, or art museum.  You would like to
find a way to continue that support even after your
death.  An endowed fund designating your organization
as beneficiary is the perfect solution.


Here’s what you do.  Whether during your
lifetime or through a testamentary bequest, you
establish a designated endowment at East Tennessee
Foundation with a gift of, say, $250,000.  We invest
that money and make annual distributions to your
beneficiary organization beginning at approximately
$11,250, based on our current “spending rate” of 4.5
percent.  The organization will be forever thankful for
your farsightedness in providing financial support

for their mission far into the
future.


You may ask why you
shouldn’t just make a lump sum
gift of $250,000 to the
organization.  Certainly that’s a
valid option, and any cash-
strapped nonprofit would be
thrilled to receive such a gift.
But once that gift is used up,
you have no more to give, or
you are no longer around to


to come. Do you see the difference?  The endowment is
literally a cash cow.


Some givers want to make a gift now and see
immediate results.  Others prefer to make a different type
of statement with their gift, a statement that says, “My
support for your mission will go far beyond my own
lifetime.”  Thank goodness for both groups.  It’s the latter
group that should give me a call about setting up their
designated endowed fund at East Tennessee Foundation.

2006 Annual Meeting


When our 20tth year ended, there were many new numbers; higher
numbers. And each number represents our fundholders’ visions for a better
region and opportunities for regional transformation. As 2006 came to a
close, East Tennessee Foundation had more than $132 million in assets.
During the year we had received gifts totaling over $24.4 million, and those
1,584 gifts ranged in size from $5 to $8.6 million. We added 25 component
funds bringing  us to 314 funds and 11 supporting organizations. And, our
operating budget amounted to less than 1% of our assets as we began the year.
We now serve 25 counties and have 12 Affiliate (local county) Funds.
Our Youth Endowment has reached $3.2 million, and over $1.8 million
has been granted for projects serving

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RODDY FOUNDATION


GIVING BACK TO THE COMMUNITY IS A FAMILY AFFAIR


When Roddy family members gathered to
determine how they might continue to be “stewards of
the fruits of their heritage,” they looked to their family
history to guide them. The Roddys have lived in East
Tennessee since before the Revolutionary War and for
over two hundred years have followed the religious ethic
of “love the Lord, your God, with all your heart…and
your neighbor as yourself.” The family values of hard
work, entrepreneurship, and commitment to neighbor
and community directed the family’s path in the past and
are helping to set the course for the descendants today.


In 1892, James Patrick Roddy moved to
Knoxville from Whitsburg, Kentucky and in 1902
purchased the Coca-Cola franchise. From that business
he created hundreds of jobs and quietly gave back to the
community. Today, it is the communities that were their
customer base for 90 years that the Roddy family seeks
to help through their grantmaking.


The Roddy Foundation, a private family
foundation, was organized in 1991 and renamed in 1992
in honor of Mr. and Mrs. J.P. Roddy, Sr. With funding
from the Estate of James Patrick Roddy, Jr. who died in
1993, the Foundation’s primary interest was to continue
strengthening families and building stronger
communities. Following the sale of Roddy Coca-Cola
Bottling Company, the family used the foundation as a
vehicle to thank former customers, to continue to be a
part of the community, and to bring the family together


through gifting. For about 15 years, the three families
(Patrick III, Tom, and Sis Roddy Mitchell), met in
December to vote on applications they had received by
Halloween. Grants were only made to nonprofits who
received a majority vote by family members.


An attempt to bring the 10 children of the three
families (living all over the country) into the process
was challenging and brought the realization that the
future participation of the younger family members was
unrealistic. This prompted them to examine
alternatives to the pattern of grantmaking they had
been following.


With their focus on “morally” based educational
institutions, the Roddy Foundation was making grants
to the same organizations every year. And each year the
organizations had to come up with a new project in
order to receive a $5,000 grant. All of the family
members had been involved with nonprofit boards and
realized the important role an endowment can play in
an organization’s long-term stability. So it was
unanimously decided to grant eight organizations
(Carson–Newman College, Emerald Youth Foundation,
Interfaith Health Clinic, Johnson Bible College, King
College, Knoxville Habitat for Humanity, Maryville
College, and Tusculum College) $100,000 each to
establish or build an endowment. The gifts perpetuate
the intended purpose of the funds to honor forever the
parents of Mr. Roddy, Jr.


Because of their previous good experiences with
East Tennessee Foundation (ETF), the family chose to
work with ETF to implement their plan. Three of the
organizations (Interfaith Clinic, Knoxville Habitat for
Humanity, and Emerald Youth) did not have foundations

trained, working at 100%, absolutely
motivated. “We work in a reverse Peter
Principle,” said Anderton. “To
maximize everyone’s potential, they are
promoted until they fail and are then
given a slightly less challenging task.”


A formidable project requiring
different auto parts to be placed and
snapped together takes fine motor
skills to get the parts lined up.
Sunshine has no idea how or where in
a car it is used, but 2000 are being
produced each day. Examples of other
tasks include packaging portfolios for
a health insurance company, packaging
note cards into bundles of 100 each,
inserting 5000 gaskets and instructions
for use into plastic bags, packaging dog
door replacement flaps (using a hot
glue gun), bagging coffee packages for
a hotel chain, and re-labeling books
and stacking them according to very
specific instructions.

Sunshine Industries, the occupational
services part of Knox County
Association for Retarded Citizens
(KCARC), provides long-term
employment and training for 110
mentally handicapped adults in the
community. Basic work habits are
fostered using work from outside
contracts with 40 – 50 private
businesses a year.


Joe Anderton, as the Director
of Social Services (in charge of all the
special needs clients’ welfare and
services) and Production Manager
(oversees product quality and profit
margin), is an efficiency expert of a
different stripe. Each day, instead of
trying to use fewer people to produce
a product, his goal is to balance
keeping 110 people productive while
yielding a profit. Sunshine workers do
not require supervisors, only people
to monitor the supply and removal of
materials and products. Everyone is

A gifted staff member known as
the “Genius Machinist” has the ability
to create and build job specific
machines in-house for a fraction of the
cost of purchasing them. Using
machines he has built, Sunshine
workers are able to compress steel rods
to exacting dimensions, precisely roll
500 ft. of electric wire on to spools,
rapidly disassemble a thermocouple
into parts, use an elaborate “washing
machine” to remove grease from
massive numbers of Hum-V jack handle
parts to prepare them for reuse,
convert raw metal rods into tripods
(fuel cradles) – designed to hold five
gallon gas cans, and gain lucrative
government contracts.


“Having extra money is new for
us, we used to worry about making

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     In 1988, Pat and David Coffey,
long-time residents of Oak Ridge,
wanted to improve the education
level of the citizens of Anderson
County. They presented their goals
to the staff of East Tennessee
Foundation, and the Coffey
Education Fund for Anderson
County was created. The scholarship
program’s goals are to assist
students who might not qualify for
traditional scholarship awards and to
encourage their academic success,
provide needed support, and to help
them realize their full potential. In
1995, the Fund was renamed the
Steven L. Coffey Memorial
Scholarship in memory of their son.
     East Tennessee Foundation offers
the Steven L. Coffey Memorial
Scholarship to worthy students who
are residents of Anderson County
and hold a high school diploma from
Anderson County, Clinton senior, or
Oak Ridge high schools. Applicants
who have obtained a General
Education Diploma and are residents
of Anderson County may also apply.
The Coffey scholarship is open and
encouraging to returning adult
students in addition to recent high
school graduates. The fund strives to
give aid to students who show
academic potential but need financial
support. Applicants must plan to
obtain an associate’s degree from
either Roane State Community
College or Pellissippi State Technical
Community College.
     The scholarship is for $1,200 to
$1,600 per year for up to four years
or more with the requirement that
recipients maintain a 2.0 or better
GPA.  The fund has awarded
scholarships to over one hundred
students.
     A unique aspect of the Coffey
Scholarship is its College Support
Services Program. This program
provides academic advisement and
personal mentoring


to Coffey recipients in order to ensure
their continued success. Since 2001,
Dan Foltz-Gray has been guiding the
recipients through their time at either
Roane State or Pellissippi State
Technical Community College as well as
at higher education state institutions.
     “It’s such an honor to be able to
work with this program.  It has just
done enormous things for young people
in Anderson County,” Foltz-Gray says.
“[The scholarship helps] students who
might not have been able to attend
college otherwise or might not have
stuck it out. The scholarship really
follows them as long as they begin at
one of the two community colleges.”
     Foltz-Gray is intimately involved
with scholarship recipients both at
Roane and Pellissippi State.  “It’s an
unusual scholarship in that way because
instead of just getting some cash they
also get somebody who stays in touch
with them,” Foltz-Gray says.  “We know


school students in Anderson County,
highlighting and encouraging worthy
students from all walks of life.  “Oak
Ridge students tend to pursue a more
rigorous academic program in high
school and tend to get more attention.
[Other schools] not so much,” Foltz-
Gray says. “We are quite happy to feel
that we are helping to spread the
wealth around a little bit in Anderson
County.”
     As for potential scholarship
recipients, Foltz-Gray has some advice.
“I would urge them to spend some
time writing a long letter about why
they feel they deserve the scholarship
and encouraging as many people as
possible to write in support of them. I
think that is the difference,” Foltz-
Gray says.
     East Tennessee Foundation has 36
scholarship funds, with a total of 25
active funds, that distribute over
$100,000 per semester to worthy
students.

Recently I met with a retired
couple who wanted to establish various
types of funds with East Tennessee
Foundation that would lay the
groundwork for their charitable giving,
both during their lifetime and also after
their deaths.  They are in their mid-
sixties, and they did not want to
procrastinate any longer on firming up
their philanthropic intentions.  I really
enjoy meeting with people like these,
because they are the personification of
ETF’s stated mission, “thoughtful giving
for stronger communities, better lives.”


I went into the meeting thinking
that I was well-prepared.  I had made
copies of sample fund agreements for
every type of fund we offer, I had the
2006 performance report from our
investment activities, and I had our
current fee schedule.  Surely I was ready
to answer all their questions and make
wise recommendations to carry out their
charitable desires.


When they told me that their children
were doing quite well and probably
would not need much support from their
estate, I couldn’t help but think that I
was looking at an ETF grand slam home
run.  They were talking about assets with
an eight-figure value, they were very
charitable, and their children would need
very little in the form of an inheritance.
That sounded like a recipe for a great
influx of dollars into their ETF funds
from the settlement of their estate.


As my mind raced ahead to the


thought of a  major testamentary gift, my ears
began to hear comments that brought me
back to reality.  I heard something about their
desire to help support the wife’s elderly
parents, and I heard something about a
handicapped granddaughter they want to help.
I also heard about scholarship funds, family
trusts, charitable remainder trusts, and
income tax considerations. I heard about cash,
stock, and rental properties. Suddenly I had
an epiphany.  You know what that is, don’t
you?  It’s one of those wonderful, eye-opening
moments when your understanding of a
situation is greatly increased due to a
simple statement or occurrence.  I realized that this couple, with all of
their charitable intentions, needed a comprehensive estate plan that
would bring into harmony their lifestyle expectations, their desires to
support certain family members, and their philanthropic goals.  I began
to steer our conversation in the direction of estate planning rather than
just gift planning.  I was pleased when the husband told me that they
were going to meet with an estate planner within the next few days.


As the three of us talked, we all began to understand that it
would be premature, even counterproductive, to set up one or two funds
at ETF before putting in place an estate plan that would address all their
needs and goals.  A well-designed estate plan can actually broaden the
philanthropic scope of a person or couple rather than narrow it.


This may sound like a commercial for estate planning, and that’s
all right.  When you are considering some significant charitable giving,
whether during your lifetime or later, it doesn’t make sense for you to
chart out your philanthropy separate and apart from all other financial
considerations.  Think of it as making your charitable giving one piece in
your life’s puzzle that needs to fit perfectly with all the other pieces.
While we at ETF focus our attention on that charitable piece, we are
fully aware that those other pieces are very important to you.


Your estate may be uncomplicated.  If so, you can probably
prepare your estate plan with minimal input from a professional.
Whatever the size of your estate, give me a call and we will talk about
your charitable intentions.  Maybe ETF is just what you need to make
that piece of your puzzle a perfect fit.
