The one-time scholarship award of up to $1,000 will be made in the form of a grant to the institution of 
the recipient’s choice. The award will be announced in the spring of the recipient’s senior high school year 
and awarded before the fall and spring semesters. The scholarship may be used to support tuition, fees, and 
any other academic-related expenses.

A scholarship committee consisting of five faculty members from Anderson County High School (including 
one from the vocational school) will review all applications, conduct interviews, and make funding 
recommendations to East Tennessee Foundation’s Board of Directors.  Applicants will be notified by mail 
of the Board’s decision.
