Guidelines

1. The recipient must be a senior in good standing at any Sullivan County or Washington
County High School.

2. Finalists will be required to perform the following before a panel of judges:

e Two contrasting pieces
e Four octave major scales

3. The recipient must have studied piano and must continue to study piano, either from a private
piano teacher associated with his/her college, or enrolled in a piano performance class, while
seeking his/her undergraduate degree. While the recipient must study piano during college,
he/she is not required to major in or seek a degree in either piano or music.

4. A scholarship in the amount of $500 will be awarded in the fall. The student must provide
either a letter from a private piano teacher associated with the college, or a transcript listing
piano performance as a completed course during the fall. The student will then receive $500
for the spring semester.

5. The recipient must be enrolled either full- or part-time (minimum 6 credit hours) in an
accredited university or college no later than the fall term following high school graduation.

6. Alternates will be selected. If the winner should fail to meet the enrollment requirements, the
award will be forfeited and awarded to an alternate.

6. Only complete applications will be considered.
